He is 

highly respected at his workplace, a sports memorabilia enthusiast 

and a true lover of animals!  Joel always names his pet dogs after 

military veterans or pro athletes who are great role models to our 

youth. As a young man, Joel was an accomplished athlete and 

nationally ranked weightlifter. 

Hundreds of caring people have been searching North Georgia, 

where Joel was last seen. “We are retracing Joel’s steps,” states 

Private Investigator T.J. Ward, “and are accessing every possible 

resource to bring him back home. We have expert trackers with 

specialized skills sets that many law enforcement agencies lack.” A 

Georgia Officer of the Law for nearly 50 years, including more than 

four decades as a private detective, T.J. and his team have solved 

hundreds of cases.
